READING STRATEGIES TO HELP YOUR CHILD

1) Use the picture clues. Go on a *book walk® before reading,
Have your child predict what might happen in the story.
(This will help build your child's vocabulary before reading,
and help them to identify difficult words they will corme
across as they read the text.) -

2) Look for little words inside of BIG words.

| What is a “just right” book?

Your child will be reading many books this year. A “just right” book is a book
that your child can read independently; books should be neither too difficult
nor foo easy in order for your child to grow as a reader.

Thie “five finger rule” is one way for your child to choose a “just right” book.

Once your child has chosen a book, ask him or her to read the frst page aloud.
As your child reads, he/she should count on one hand any unknown words. If
there are five or more unknown words on a full page of text, this book is too
difficult! If your child knows all the words, it may be too easy.

When reading a “just right” book:

» reading should be fairly fluent (not too choppy sounding)

» your child should be able ta tell you about what he/she has read

» your child should be interested in the topic :
Children enjoy and benefit from rereading familiar text, but in order to grow
as a reader, your child needs to read books which are “just right.” If your child
chooses a book that is too difficult, this would be a great choice for reading
together.
